Five inputs can be selected
using the front panel control, although the switching can be bypassed and the amplifier connected directly
to apre-amplifier if desired.

Carmenta would be a good choice and offers an upgrade path for future system development.

Tube sockets are hard wired to the circuit board to guarantee reliability and isolate other components from
heat stress, thus making Romulus an exceptionally reliable and durable piece of equipment.

Exterior stainless steel panels retain their high-gloss finish, as does the high-gloss black chassis.

Occasional light dusting will keep the product in top condition for many years.
